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APPRAISAL OF ANNUAL PLAN 2005-06

AN OVERVIEW

Plan Outlay

For Annual Plan 2005-06 of NCT Delhi, the total plan outlay of Rs.5100 crore
was approved by the Planning Commission. Planning Commission approved this
size of Plan outlay as proposed by Govt. of Delhi, taking into account the
requirement of Plan funds both for on-going and new schemes as well as
assessment of Resource position by the F.R. Division.

Plan Financing

The approved outlay for the Annual Plan 2005-06 was to be financed with Delhi
Govt’s Own Resources of Rs 4913 crore (including small savings loan of Rs.
2245 crore) and balance of Rs.187 crore through Central grant. The position of
Plan Finance and resources during 2005-06 is given at Annexure-1.

The main features of Plan financing and resources of Delhi Govt. during the year

were as under:-

Delhi Govt. has implemented VAT with effect from 1% April, 2005. The collection
of VAT during 2005-06 has shown very encouraging trend with the growth of
about 25% over previous year.

Delhi’'s Tax Revenue is buoyant. The total Own Tax collection during 2005-06
was around Rs.8939 crore, registering a growth of about 26% over previous
year. It indicates that achievement of Own Tax Revenue was Rs.1546 crore
higher than the budgetary target of Rs.7393 crore for 2005-06.
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Delhi Govt.’s total Revenue Receipt was around Rs.10844 crore against the total
Revenue Expenditure of around Rs.6515 crore. Thus, Delhi Govt. had a
Revenue Surplus of Rs.4328 crore during 2005-06.

The amount of small savings loan available during 2005-06 was around Rs.5896
crore against the budgetary target of Rs.2245 crore. The Delhi Govt. had
requested the Govt. of India at the various levels not to release loans from
National Small Savings Fund (NSSF) over the budgetary target of Rs.2245 crore
for 2005-06 and also to allow the Delhi Govt. to pre-pay such excess loan. As a
result of better tax collection, the actual requirement of loan during 2005-06 was
Nil and hence the loan amount remained unutilized during the year.

The Non-Plan loan to Public Undertakings like DTC, DJB and Delhi Power
Company Ltd. increased by Rs. 706 crore over the budgetary provision of Rs.
1185.44 crore for the year. Delhi Govt. paid additional Non-Plan loan of Rs. 50
crore to DPCL towards meeting CPSUs dues, subsidy of Rs.71.71 crore to the
consumers through DISCOMSs, additional Non-Plan loan of Rs. 192.95 crore
towards meeting the salary requirement of DTC, Rs.132.74 crore to DTC as
subsidy on account of free/concessional passes and additional Non-Plan Loan of
Rs. 24 Crore to DJB towards meeting their working deficits etc. Besides, Delhi
govt. provided additional non-plan loan of Rs.221.10 crore to DTC and Rs.13.86
crore to DJB for recovering their interest dues for the same amount by way of

book adjustment.

As a result of revision of water tariff w.e.f. 1st April, 2005, the cash non-plan
assistance to DJB reduced from Rs.350 crore in 2004-05 to Rs.124 crore in
2005-06.
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Delhi Govt.’s Revenue Surplus for the year 2005-06 has financed 93.55% of its
capital disbursement and the balance 6.45% has been met out of recovery of
loans and advances during the year. Thus, the net requirement of loan for the

year was Nil.

Delhi Govt. had no fiscal deficit during the year 2005-06, rather it had a surplus of
Rs.245 crore . This is a distinct fiscal scenario of Delhi in the Country.

Delhi Govt.’s Outstanding Block Loan (i.e. 70% loan component of Central
Assistance) now stands cleared since Govt. has prepaid the entire loan and no
further such loan is being released by the Govt. of India as per the
recommendation of the 12th Finance Commission.

Delhi Govt.’s outstanding loan from National Small Savings Fund as on
31.3.2006 is around Rs.21676 crore, and as a result, Delhi Govt. paid interest of
around Rs.1673 crore in 2005-06.

The grant received by Delhi Govt. in lieu of share in Central Taxes is stagnant at

Rs.325 crore for last 5 years.

Taking into account the financial transactions during 2005-06 and the opening
balance of Rs.1450.56 crore for the year (which was mainly due to previous
year’s carried forward unutilized NSSF loan), the tentative closing balance for the
year 2005-06 came out to Rs.7368.48 crore.

The release of excess NSSF loan is a matter of concern for the Govt. since it is
not only increasing the outstanding debt of the Govt. but resulting in undue

interest liability for the Govt.

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REVISED PLAN OUTLAY

The requirement of Plan funds was reviewed at R.E stage in a series of meetings
by Pr. Secretary (Planning) with all concerned Deptts/Agencies. Finance &
Planning Minister also reviewed the progress of Implementation of all major
projects. Taking into account the pace of expenditure and physical
achievements, Revised Plan Outlay of Rs. 4700 crore was decided for Annual
Plan 2005-06.

The Revised outlay was reduced taking into account the following facts: -

Transco surrendered about Rs.160 crore due to non-handing over of land by
NDMC for 220 KV sub-station near AlIMS, litigation on the Land earmarked for
400/220 KV Station at Mundka and 220/33 KV station at Masjid Moth, non receipt
of approval from DERC for some of the other transmission projects.

Genco surrendered about Rs.32 crore due to non-receipt of environmental
clearance and Cabinet approval for renovation of IP Thermal Power Station.

Transport Department surrendered Rs.120 crore due to non-clearance of the
IRBT project by the Planning Commission, GOI, and Rs.71 crore due to non
finalization of the proposal for purchase of new buses for DTC.

The Dte. of Higher Education surrendered about Rs. 10 crore due to delay in
award of the work for construction of new complex of GGSIP University.

The Dte. of Education surrendered Rs.13 crore under the Computer Education
programme due to delay in finalization of the award of work to the Companies
selected for the job.

Dte. of Technical Education surrendered about Rs.6 crore due to delay in award
of work for construction of building for new Engineering College at Geeta Colony.
The College of Art also surrendered about Rs. 2.70 crore due to delay in shifting
of a sub-station from the site of construction of new Block for the College.

UD Department surrendered Rs. 170 crore against allocation of Rs. 200 crore for
Commonwealth Games-2010.



4. PLAN EXPENDITURE
4.1  Against the Revised Outlay of Rs.4700 crore for Annual Plan 2005-06, the total
plan expenditure incurred was Rs.4286.30 crore. Thus, 91.20% of the Revised
Outlay could be utilised during 2005-06. Year wise plan expenditure for Ist four
years of 10" FYP is indicated in the Table No. — 1.

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4.4 PLAN PRIORITIES

that 85.41%of total plan expenditure has been incurred during 2005-06
under six Priority Sectors of (1) Transport (2) Water Supply & Sanitation, (3)
Urban Development (4) Medical and Public Health (5) General Education
[including Art & Culture, Sports & Youth Services and Technical Education] (6)
Energy. Table No.4 also indicates that 58% of total Plan expenditure in 2005-06,
was incurred on Social Services Sectors.

MAJOR SHORTFALL IN PLAN EXPENDITURE :

The allocated amount of Rs.20 crore for acquisition of land for new sub-stations
under Transmission Distribution Programme could not be utilised during the year
due to non-materialization of the proposals for acquisition of land by Power
Deptt.

A provision of Rs.20 crore made for reimbursement of Sales Tax on Work
Contract to DMRC could not be utilised due to non-finalisation of the actual
claims by the DMRC in time.

A provision of Rs.50 crore made for providing share capital to the new SPV -
Delhi Integrated Multi Modal Transit System (DIMMTS) could not be utilised by
31% March as the SPV could be registered only in April, 2006.

An outlay of Rs.25 crore provided for different programmes of DTC also could not
be utilised due to non-finalization of these proposals. Rs 6 crore could not be

utilized due to non-commencement of works on Bus Terminals.

The Directorate of Education could not utilise about Rs.17 crore due to slow
progress of the construction of porta cabins by DSIDC and repair and
maintenance of school buildings. More than Rs.5 crore allocated for construction
of new school buildings and SPS class rooms could not be utilised by PWD due
to various problems like delay in approval of building plans, non handing
over/possession of some of allocated sites and delay in award of tenders etc.

An amount of Rs.11 crore could not be utilised by the Directorate of Education
under some of the Revenue Schemes namely Computer Education (Rs.3.50
crore), subsidy for School Uniforms (Rs.2.69 crore), Vocational Education

(Rs.1.77 crore) due to administrative problems.

An amount of Rs. 11 crore could not be utilized by Dte of higher Education under
the various schemes namely GGSIP University (Rs 3.69 cr), C/o of Hostels for
College going girls students (Rs.1.00 crore) and GIA to colleges for Heritage
Status, being managed by Trusts and affiliated with Delhi University (Rs. 3.90

crore) due to Administrative problems.

The Directorate of Health Services could not utilise more than Rs.9 crore due to
delay in recruitment for posts sanctioned for new hospitals and also procurement
of material, equipment and machineries for the new hospitals.

DDU Hospital reported shortfall of about Rs.5 crore on revenue account and
about Rs.7 crore under Capital Head due to non-filling of new posts created and
non-purchase of material and equipments sanctioned for new 140 beded Trauma

Centre of the hospital and delay in commencement of construction works.

Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital also could not utilise about Rs.5 crore due to
delay in filling up the posts and purchase of material and equipments for new 150
beded Maternity Ward Block.

An amount of Rs.13 crore was not released to DJB under Urban Water Supply

Scheme keeping in view the slow pace of expenditure till Feb., 2006.

The allocated amount of Rs.5 crore could not be released to Slum Wing under
Relocation Scheme due to non-finalisation of the revised policy and non-

allotment of land.

A shortfall of about Rs.33 crore was reported under MLA Local Area
Development Scheme due to non-receipt of the works/schemes for some of the
Assembly Constituencies.

A shortfall of about Rs.8 crore is under the plan scheme of Beautification of Entry
Points as some changes in the lay out plan are being made for the project at
Singhu Boarder due to non-availability of the land from MCD as envisaged

earlier.

Against the Revised Plan Outlay of Rs.30 crore for Commonwealth Games, an
amount of Rs.10 crore could not be utilized by UD Department.

A shortfall of about Rs.20 crore is reported under plan scheme “Improvement of
Harijan Basties”. Initially, the development works under the scheme could not
be taken up during the year keeping in view the observations of CAG. The
revised policy for execution of the works under this scheme was finalised by the
Government during the year. However, major works could not be started in time
due to these administrative and policy measures involved with the scheme.

A shortfall of more than Rs.6 crore is reported under the schemes of Law &
Judicial Department as Family Courts could not start functioning. The work for
computerisation of District Courts also could not be completed during the year
and funds allocated for purchase of furniture for District Court, Rohini, also could
not be utilised by 31% March, 2006.

Finance Department surrendered more than the Rs.4 crore as scheme for
incentives for Small Savings Agents was discontinued during the year.

The approved outlay of Rs.8 crore for purchase of EVM for State Election
Commission could not be utilised due to change in the attitude of Election
Commission which originally refused to allow to avail their EVM machines and
now has agreed to provide the 75% of the machines required by State Election

Commission.

MAJOR ACHIEVEMENTS DURING THE YEAR 2005-06

The first phase of Delhi Metro completed as per schedule.

The work on phase-Il of Delhi Metro started during the year.

Delhi Government released Rs.240 crore to NHAI for construction of Eastern and
Western Peripheral Express-ways.

Three new flyovers and two Foot-over-bridges were completed during the year.

Consultants were appointed to prepare DPR, drawings and lay-out plans for
following new Major Road Projects:-

i) Construction of Link Road connecting National Highway 24 to Lodhi
Road.

ii) Elevated West-East Corridor, which will connect Connaught Place
to East Delhi.

iii) Fly-over at Apsara Border.

iv) Clover Leaves on UP Link Road.

V) Road over Bridge on G.T. Road near Shyamlal College.

Vi) Fly-over on Bahadurshah Zafar Marg.

vii) Road over Bridge on level crossing on Road No.68.

The project for construction of new bridge at Wazirabad was finalized and
approved involving a cost of Rs.464 crore. This new signature bridge at
Wazirabad also include development of Eastern and Western Bank of Yamuna

River as tourism attraction Centers.

Construction of 7 new hospital buildings could be almost completed during the
year involving expenditure of more than Rs.140 crore. These new 7 hospitals will
be made fully functional during 2006-07 and will contribute in addition of 1900
new hospitals beds during the year.

The work on development of 2" Delhi Haat at Pitampura was started.
Building for New District Court Complex Rohini was completed.

FINDINGS AND ISSUES

The Annual Plan 2005-06 proved one of the most successful Plan Year of the
Tenth Five Year Plan in terms of laudable achievements made in realization of
resources for financing the plan programmes of Government of Delhi. The
realization of the resources more than target could be achieved not only in case
of VAT but also for all other measures like Stamps & Registration, Tax on motor
vehicles, State Excise, luxury tax, etc.

Delhi managed to maintain its distinctive position in having revenue surplus.
During the year Delhi Government successfully managed to have fiscal surplus
also.

To improve the pace of plan implementation particularly by Local Bodies and
Public Sector Undertakings, the pattern of plan funds releases was revised and it
was decided to release plan funds in 03 installments of 25%, 50% and 25% in

place of earlier system of 04 installments of 25% each.

To expedite the process of approval of plan projects/schemes, the schedule of
regular EFC meetings was managed and maintained.

Planning Department started preparation of Outcome Budget from the year 2005-
06. Outcome Budget 2006-07 has also been prepared and released in
June,2006.

During the year 91.20% of the Revised Plan Outlay could be utilised by all Plan
Implementing Departments/Agencies. The utilisation of plan funds could have
been more if some of the Departments/Agencies could have taken appropriate
steps for utilisation of plan funds in time during the year.

The analysis of Plan funds utilisation indicates that 25.14% of the total plan
expenditure was incurred under Transport sector followed by 18.89% under
Water Supply & Sanitation and 14.12% under Urban Development sector. About
12.68% of total plan funds were utilized for Medical & Public Health sector which
reflects the concern of Govt. in providing better health care facilities to the
citizens of Delhi.

Prior to Power Sector Reforms era i.e. upto 9" Five Year Plan [2002] Energy
sector was first plan priority sector and more than 26% of total plan expenditure
was being made under this sector. During Annual Plan 2005-06, Energy Sector
utilized only 6.33% of total plan funds.

The system of awarding the contracts by various Construction Agencies,
Implementing Departments and Public Sector Undertakings need to be
restructured and managed by the Contract Management Committees of the
respective Departments/PSUs right from the stage of deciding the scope of the
work, terms and conditions of the contract, notice for inviting tenders, evaluation
of the bids, award of the tenders and continuous monitoring of the
implementation of its terms and conditions till completion of the job. It is being

suggested in view of the findings of the Appraisal of the Annual Plan as work of a
large number of Plan Schemes got affected either due to default by the
contractors or delay and problems faced in award of the contracts.

Delay in land allotment and suitability of the allotted land has laso been observed
as one of the major bottleneck in implementation of some of the Plan Projects/
Schemes of various Departments of the Government. In some cases, the
allotted land/site was not found suitable for the project and Department continued

to make efforts for change of suitable site.

During various Plan Review Meetings, a number of Departments/Agencies
reported delay in execution of their Plan Schemes/Projects due to non receipt of
approval/clearance from various statutory authorities/Local Bodies like MCD,
DDA, Delhi Urban Art Commission/Archaeological Survey of India, etc.

To ensure the pace of implementation of major projects/schemes as per
schedule there is need for effective Concurrent Evaluation System in all major
Departments like PWD, UD Department, Medical, Education, etc. Planning Cell
of these Departments need to be strengthened and organized so as to ensure
concurrent evaluation of all major projects of these Departments.

MCD could not utilize the released plan funds. There was an unspent balance of
more than Rs.110 crore. This situation reflect poor planning system as MCD
continued to plea for additional funds during the year but could not utilize
released funds during the year. Planning & Monitoring Deptt. of MCD need to be
restructured.

Some of the Departments like Medical, Education, Technical Education have
surrendered plan funds at RE stage or reported shortfall in plan expenditure
indicating the main reason as non-filling up of their newly created posts both
through DSSSB and UPSC. This situation need to the tackled by making

assessment of new recruitments through UPSC/DSSSB by the respective
Departments well in advance taking into account the procedural time requirement
in making fresh recruitments through these Agencies.

A number of Centrally Sponsored Schemes are not being implemented by the
concerned Departments of Government of Delhi and other Agencies due to non
suitability of eligibility norms and other terms and conditions prescribed by the
respective Central Ministries for implementation of such Centrally Sponsored
Schemes. However, even some of the Centrally Sponsored Schemes being
implemented by the respective Departments are not getting the adequate
legitimate share of Delhi due to various reasons and problems being reported by
the different Departments. However, this situation is depriving Delhi its legitimate
due share from Centrally Sponsored Scheme resources. As such all corrective
and required measures need to be taken by the concerned Departments for
availing full legitimate due share of the concerned CSS during each Annual Plan.

The issue of unauthorised colonies need to be resolved taking into account the
ground realities, all relevant legal issues and other general aspects of human
settlements and urban planning. Delay in the process of taking a
comprehensive decision on the matter of unauthorised colonies is affecting
adversely all related aspect of landscape, human settlement, environmental
conditions, public health, sanitation and hygiene as well as provision of services
by all concerned Agencies. The result is, Government has to invest a lot of plan
funds without any recovery of the cost of the services on the one hand and also

the programme for redevelopment of these areas could not be takenup.

The removal of JJ Clusters from various Projects sites is being done under the
Plan Scheme “Relocation of JJ Squatters”. However, execution of this Scheme
is held up for the last 3-4 years due to non allotment of adequate and suitable
land by DDA on the one hand and also due to enhancement in the cost of
execution of the Scheme. Relocation to far away sites has been criticized and

condemned at various forums and Government is also planning to minimuse
such relocations. In-situ Upgradation has been favoured and supported by all
concerned at various forums. However, Slum Wing could not take up more in-
situ upgradation projects due to non-receipt of NOC from the Land Owning
Agencies of the sites wherein in-situ upgradation may be taken up. These plan
schemes for relocation of JJ Squatter and in-situ Upgradation need to be
restructured and a comprehensive policy and approach need to be formulated for
expediting the implementation of these two Schemes.

Rain Water Harvesting has been assigned the priority in the Tenth Five Year
Plan by the Government keeping in view the depleting ground water level on the
one hand and also to conserve rain water in Delhi. However, till now the
implementation of the Scheme is restricted only to Government, Local Bodies
and Public Sector Undertakings buildings and to a very limited extent to Group
Housing Societies and few RWAs area. To make rain water harvesting a real
success, the role of the UD Department, Environment Department and Flood
Control Department is required to be restructured in promotion of execution of
the Schemes not only by Government Deptts and cooperative Housing but by
most of the RWAs/NGOs, individuals in Delhi.

Delhi Government is contributing in NCR Development Fund each year and till
2005-06, an amount of Rs.223.75 Crore has already been released to NCR
Planning Board. However, NCR Planning Board could not take up any joint
sector project benefiting Delhi with the Region in the field of common sanitary
landfill site, common hazardous waste disposal site, drainage, raw water
resources and even in the Transport Sector. At present, NCR Planning Cell is
functioning in the Land and Building/PWD Department in Government of Delhi.
However, all NCR issues required to be dealt by NCR Planning Cell are basically
the subject mater of UD Department. Planning Deptt. has recommended that
NCR Planning Cell may be transferred from PWD/Land and Building Department
to UD Depitt. for its proper functioning and contribution.
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On the recommendation of Planning Department, the part of the UBS staff was
transferred from UD Department to Social Welfare Department. It is suggested
that Social Weflare Department should also take over SUSRY Scheme from UD
Department and as such staff of the SUISRY may also be transferred to Social

Welfare Department for better coordination of all urban poverty related schemes.

An amount of Rs.2 crore is allocated for various developmental works in each
Assembly Constituencies on the recommendations of concerned MLA. Similarly,
Member of Parliament (both Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha) are being allocated
Rs. 2 cores under MPLADS Schemes. The review of both the schemes during
the year indicated that fund are not being utilised by the concerned
Departments/Agencies in time resulting in non-utilisation of the major quantum of
allocated amount. UD Department will have to take appropriate measures for
regular monitoring of both these two important schemes.

Yamuna pollution has remained a matter of concern inspite of sufficient funds
available for the purpose.

In the era of open and global economy, the quality of infrastructure, civic
services, business services, environment, human development play deciding role
in inviting F.D.l. and growth of economy. The expected level of quality and
growth require full utilisation of the potential of private sector in development
process. Due attention is required to be paid on promotion of Public-Private-
Partnership [PPP] Approach by all Departments / Agencies engaged in providing

infrastructure and civic services.
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
